Decision of the Scituate Zoning Board of Appeals on the application of Paul and Mary Papadonis of 197 Hatherly Road, Scituate, MA 2066, to request a finding under M.G.L Ch. 40A Sec. 6 to allow the attaching of a pre-existing non-conforming garage to a conforming single-family dwelling located on the lot at 197 Hatherly Road, Scituate, MA.

The property is located at 197 Hatherly Road and is owned by Paul and Mary Papadonis who acquired the property from Brian and Patricia Mash by deed dated December 31, 1988 and filed with the Plymouth County Land Court as Document No. 517988.  

The building on the property is a single family dwelling which according to Town Assessors records was constructed in 1950.  

The application seeks approval to attach the existing non-conforming garage to the existing conforming single family dwelling as per plans submitted by the applicant and drawn by Cavanaro Engineering Co., Inc., dated 11/5/13 (the “Plan”).  

The property is located in the R3 residential zoning district.  The existing non-conforming garage violates the side yard setback but pre-existed current zoning requirements.  The applicant seeks to attach the garage to the dwelling per the Plan, which will which will not increase any existing nor create any new non-conformity. 

Based on the Foregoing, the Board unanimously voted to GRANT the application to permit the attaching of the existing garage to the existing dwelling per the Plan, FINDING that the same will not create any non-conformities.
