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ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS (781) 545-8716

Decision of the Scituate Zoning Board of Appeals on the application of Jim Hunt, President of
the Christ Lutheran Church of Scituate, Massachusetts (hereinafter referred to as the
"Applicant") for a finding pursuant to MGL 40A § 6 and special permit to allow an extension to
the pre-existing nonconforming structure known as Christ Lutheran Church 460 Chief Justice
Cushing Highway, Scituate Massachusetts.

The application was received, advertised and a public hearing was duly held on February 21,
2013 with the following members of the Zoning Board of Appeals hearing the application.

The property that is the subject matter of the application is located in the A-1 Residential
District. The subject property is owned by Christ Lutheran Church of Scituate Inc. (deed dated
January 15 1983 and recorded in the Plymouth County Registry of Deeds Book 3934, Page 94).
The existing front yard set back is 84.7' and required front set back is 100'". In all other respects
the lot and structure are conforming.

The applicant proposes to add a 16' by 26' addition (416 sq ft) to the north side of the existing
building. Plans submitted with application (MR Surveying, Inc. dated 1/14/2013 job #550) show
the addition is set back 87.0' from the street.

At the February 21st 2013, the applicant showed evidence that the north gable wall of the
existing building is in need of structural repair, and the proposed addition will address this.

Based upon the evidence presented, the Board finds pursuant to the provisions of MGL c. 40A §
6 that the applicant’s proposed addition will not be substantially more detrimental to the
neighborhood than the existing nonconforming structure and use, and that the proposed structure
or use will not be substantially different in character or substantially more detrimental to the
neighborhood.

For the forgoing reasons, the Board unanimously voted to grant the Applicant the requested
finding to extend and alter the pre-existing nonconforming structure in accordance with the
following entitle plan prepared by MR Surveying, Inc., PO Box 5104, Norwell, MA 02061.
