Decision of the Scituate Zoning Board of Appeals on the application of David and Mary Ellen Drinkwater of 7 Barry's Landing, Scituate, MA 02066 (hereinafter, the “Applicant”) for a Special Permit/Finding pursuant to M.G.L. Chapter 40A, Section 6, and Scituate Zoning Bylaw (the “Bylaw”) Section 460.2. The application was received, advertised and a public hearing was duly held on March 20, 2014, with the following members of the Zoning Board of Appeals hearing the application:

The subject property (the “Subject Property”) at 7  Barry's Landing is owned by David S. Drinkwater and Mary-Ellen M. Drinkwater, of 7 Barry's Landing, Scituate Massachusetts 02066 dated February 2, 1998  (See Quitclaim Deed #11844 filed with the Plymouth County Registry of Deeds).  It is located in Residence R-1 Zoning District, and is not located within the Water Resources Protection District.  The Subject Property is 51,179 SF lot and meets dimensional requirements of current zoning by-laws.  The Applicant has provided a copy of the current tax assessment from the Town of Scituate which indicates that the single family dwelling on the Subject Property was constructed in 1998.  The Saltmarsh and Tideland Conservation District By-Law was adopted November 6th, 2012, four years after the construction of the subject dwelling.

The Applicant proposes to erect a two story detached garage within the Saltmarsh & Tideland Conservation District. The proposed garage will be approximately 24' wide by 28' deep (front to back).  The proposed rear yard setback will be 30' feet, side set back will be 15' and front set back will be 166.2 according to the plan submitted and stamped from Morse Engineering co. Dated 12/20/13. Pursuant to the Zoning By-Law 460.2, “the owner of any land located in the D District [Saltmarsh and Tidelands Conservation District] or his agent, may apply to the Board of Appeals for a special permit for the construction of any structure which would have been permitted on said land prior to the adoption of this Section 460 or for filling, draining, dredging or excavation. No permit shall be granted which will adversely affect the natural character of the area in which the land referred to in the application is located. “ 

Notice of the application was given to the Chairman of the Conservation Commission and the Chairman of the Planning Board. The Zoning Board received no comments from either Board. 

Upon review of the plan and discussion with the applicants and Morse Engineering, the board determined the garage structure will not adversely affect the natural character of the area in which the land is located.

Based on the information presented, the board unanimously voted to GRANT the application to permit construction of two story garage per the Plan.  The location of detached garage to be as detailed on documents presented at the hearing including, but not limited to:

1. Site Plan 7 Barry's Landing, Scituate, Mass”, Morse  Engineering Company, Inc.,  19 Union Street, Scituate, MA 02066, Dated December 20th, 2013
This Special Permit and these findings are issued pursuant to Zoning Bylaw Sections 460.2 and G.L. Ch. 40A, Section 6.
