Old Business
Update-Central Park Development
Chairman, Stephen Coulter informed the Board that as advised by Paul McPartland of DHCD, Joe Armstrong had removed the original RFQ posted on the CHAPA website as it did not comply with Ch. 30B Sec. 16. Joe consulted with Paul McPartland and the Inspector General’s office for direction on meeting the requirements of MA General Laws Chapter 30B, Uniform Procurement Act, Section 16 (Real Property; disposition or acquisition). Chairman Coulter told the Board that Joe was working to issue a modified RFQ to the board for their review in early March in preparation for reposting it to the CHAPA website as well as in the Patriot Ledger for two weeks. In addition, the SHA would be required to publish in the Central Register the approximate value of the land to be disposed and the reason the SHA intended to sell it for $1. The Board was also informed that the Scituate Town Administrator would act as the Procurement Officer for the project. 
Member, Jody McDonough made the suggestion that an ad-hoc committee be established to consider any issues pertaining to the project and the process and generate recommendations or work on a resolution. Discussion ensued.
