New Business

3A: Quick overview of the FY 15 budget was presented by Trisha

· Budget is up 4.2%  from last year 

3B: New staff position purposed

· With the large demand for building throughout Scituate, the Building Department as requested additional help. This will help in a seamless transition for a possible retirement of Neil Duggan in the next 3+ years. 

· The need for a “Costal Manager” to help the town planner, as well as working with FEMA and grants

 3C:  Storm/ Town Repair
· During the last storm there was serious erosion on the  4th cliff army base 
· Advisory suggested hosting a possible educational public review to generate ideas on how to fix this problem
· Masquashket Pond, there is an estimate $600,000 to fix the erosion that was caused 

· Glades road was also washed out $90K fix
· The Lighthouse held up great after the repairs
· There is 3million in the stabilization fund
· The Lighthouse weathered the storm very well
3D: Town Contracts
· The Police Department has been settled.

· Meeting to be held on January 14th for the town professionals

· The Fire Department is under mediation

· All contract are 4 year deals
3D: Financials
· Currently Capital $71 million in for request. (1.2 million in free cash) 
· Request of 300k for  schools

· Work to furnish and install a drainage system in the fire station 200k 
· Financial software conversion for town hall 400k

· Two options under review, Quint or standard ladder truck

· They are the same dollar amount
· Quint will save one man on staff, which could help with the understaff of the 2nd  ambulance
