1. Meeting Called to Order – By Chairperson Judge at 7:04 PM  1st motion by Anthony 2nd motion by Mike
2. Acceptance of agenda–accepted unanimously 
3. Article 4 presented by: Kevin Cafferty 
FEMA will pay 75% the extra 25% Scituate will match. The road ways are located north of glades; a section on Oceanside drive to 7th and 8th ave; section of Rebecca rd. by the lighthouse; the largest portion is at Central Ave. (Rebecca road is not listed in the article and will be added for the town meeting).

Bob: is this a typical reimbursement

Kevin: yes it is

Mike: is anything else coming down the pipe

Kevin: we have applied for about 8 million with seawall repairs, but we haven’t seen anything back from them. 

Article 15 presented by: Kevin Cafferty
We applied for a grant thru coastal zone management to replace seawall on Oceanside Dr. He has given the team a plan of the location; we will need to get easements from the homeowners. We are working on these easements, it is a 4 million dollar award, $1.9M grant the rest is a 2% loan. They will hold a meeting next Tuesday with the residents and the seawall coalition
Mike: what happens if there are 2 people that refuse an easement?
Kevin: it’s something we would have to take up with the selectmen

Bob: it’s about access right?
Kevin: there is 3 easements, to be able to work

Bob: what is the alternate for the homeowner?
Kevin: it could be about $2k-44k a foot. It’s an excellent opportunity; we need to get the homeowners on board. If worst comes to worse we might have to (there is about 760’) 

Nancy: this is why there is no dollar amount, because we are not positive on the exact length to put a dollar amount against. 

Kevin: we might be able to get the permit together for next summer. 

Mark: the grant from the state is 4 million, we get 1.9, and the rest will be a 2% loan. 

Jamie: will they have to re-due their own decking?
Kevin: the town will not be responsible for their decking.

Mark: the wall is going in the same spot are we using any existing infrastructure

Kevin: no, we are going with a much bigger seawall

Mark: why can’t we move this 10’ closer to the water?
Kevin: by permitting we are allow to rebuild a structure where it stands

Frank: how long will this take?
Kevin: it all depends, 1-2 year project, depends on how big the contractor is that gets the work

Kevin: our thought is when we get the design prepared and see how the market is we will be able to get a better price, and we hope to make out the grant

Bob: what is the pay back?
Nancy: 20 yrs

4. Richard Dennis, Matt Brown 

Article 16: Sale of the Pier 44 Community Building. Raise revenues to help the town. 

Frank: I was wondering if there are stipulations on the property

Nancy: it is in the packet that was handed out
Jamie: there is an article 97 on it so it couldn’t be another restaurant

Nancy: there are ways around it to get it to be a restaurant again after a sale

Mark: how big is this parcel and how much tax will we generate. This is something the tax payers are going to need to know in order to vote. 

Matt: if we are in the position to sell it, we might be able to make the condition for its use
Richard: this a valuable piece of property in Scituate, it will bring in a large portion of money
Matt: right now it is bringing nothing for the town. It is being used for parking. 

Mark: I look at it as could this be used as an annex to the rec. 

Matt: this is a waste of money and time to have a meeting room on the most valuable piece of property in town. 

Mark: what stops something from buying up this property and putting up a 40b condo project?
Matt: this would have to be sold under certain circumstances.  I don’t want to see a condo building; I would like to see the tax money to come back every year to the tax payers. 

Richard: this can be sold so that the town is ok with the plan that the developer has. 

Geoff: It would be good to know the expected value of this, this need to be communicated to the town properly

Mark: this is going to be a long process; that may take a lot of time. 
Lincoln: this may need to have a deed restriction in the article. What is it appraised at

Richard: a buyer will want the land, not the building.  

Lincoln: Is the location on sewer

Jamie: “it shall be sold by the fair Market value” 
Richard: this is a standard for fair highest market value

Nancy: it was purchased for 1.87Million, June 2010; current value is 1.85Million, acreage 1.042. 
5. Article 12 presented by: Jack Livingston and Adam Brodsky 

They will be developing a 22 acre parcel on Booth Hill road and are looking for access onto 3A. The access onto 3a is 1.2 acres which they are looking to do a land swap. In return we are looking to give the town 16 acres on Clapp road, as well as 11 on Mann Lot.  The selectmen said they are looking to put in a ball field with this land swap. 
Jamie: do you have a guess on units?
Adam: 200 rental units. There is a dire need in the town for rentals, to target young adults and older adults that would like to stay in the town. All of these rental count toward the 40b requirements. 

Mike: what is the set back from 3a

Jack: it is about 400’; with the distance from the rear of the house is 200’ 

Jamie: is there a need for a traffic light

Jack: we hired a highway consultant, and they didn’t see a need for it

Bob: what is the upland of the 2 parcels?
Adam:  I don’t have the exact amounts, about 8.5 of 11 acre parcel and 6 or 7 of the 16 acre parcel is upland. 

Jack:  the Clapp road plans would be my next project; it could be about 60 units. 

Lincoln: Is there is going to be a light on Mann lot/3a

Adam: the traffic engineers have come back to say this is the safest way (there is 500 ft sight line) 

Adam: we are ready to go 
Jamie: how long will the project take?
Jack: 2-3 years I would like to think

Frank: I think it’s good for the town, we need to look at the traffic lights closer, and I’m glad we can make this space into fields

Mark: does anyone have any idea what the plain will look like

Jack: it won’t be terribly dissimilar to Avalon
Mike: what do the apartments go for? 

Jack: we really haven’t worked that out yet, JSL priced around $1,500 a month
