Conservation / Coastal Res. – 171- Presented by Pat Glavin and Nancy Durfee
Conservation has been responsible for the local wetlands prevention. Nancy is a new addition to the team. The state has issued a declaration for emergency repairs they have been dealing with the storm. There are a lot of apartments and 40 Bs coming forth. There have also been some projects that have been put on hold that are coming into play. Conservation also works with the storm water prevention act. The town has purchased open space and we are working with the team to get parking and trail in place with these areas. There is a 7 member commission; they have been wonderful to work with. This year we are focusing on closing out some long time legal enforcement issues. We have also been rewriting our regulations as flood maps change. 

Costal: I have been focusing a lot of my attention on 15 elevation projects, 1 utility & 14 homes. This is going very well; we have been working closely with the home owners, MEMA, FEMA and DCR. This is where the grant funding is coming from. We are replacing our 2007 guide book with the 2013 guide book, we are implementing this transition. There is a lot of mapping and documentation. They have submitted for a community challenge grant which we won but ended up losing the funding for this. MAPC on habit mitigation grant has also been applied for; we need this to get funding from FEMA for all storms. 
Geoff: have you had any dialog with them about seawalls? 

Nancy: Kevin Cafferty has asked me to assist him, we have been talking with the home owners about the easements.  
Geoff: how many easements are pending?
Nancy: 11 pending homes

Jamie: you are level funded

Pat: yes

Mike: do you think people get a 10% discount?
Nancy: Their increases will go up as of 2015, we used to get more credit for outreach and preservation, they have changed some of this process, but with the plan I can key back with what other people are doing. We are trying to hold at least what we have but hopefully gain more. 

Geoff: what was the $4,000 for tech services?
Pat: if the town has a project for public works we have to hire a consultant, hold site visits, which are what these fees are used for. 

Lincoln: What are we doing to protect the business district during storms?
Nancy: we have looked into wave simulation devices. I am concerned about this area; we need to make sure the utilities out of harm’s way, the harbor is the heart beat of the community. 

Lincoln: we have a little bit of money for funding, is there a big solution for the harbor

Nancy: it’s a top priority to make sure this is a viable access

Beautification – 650 – Present by Nancy
The committee has put landscaping out to bid, which came in under budget. They will go out to bid again this spring. They did ask for $500 for plant budget, they will be doing the shipshape day again this year. 

Jamie: in north Scituate there is a beautiful sign that is in of repair
Lincoln: maybe this is a CPC project?
Historical – 691- Presented by Nancy Holt
Historical asked for an increase based on the maintenance for historical buildings.

Board of Health – 510 –Presented by Jennifer Keefe
She started 6 months ago; one of the first big tasks was the weekly beach sampling. That is certainly an ongoing task; we are further improving signage, and understand the results. Since then we have been working on the hoarding cases, they bring with them challenges, mental health, physical environment and neighborhoods. Scituate has started the Scituate hoarding task force; we are looking to go public with this group. The others things are the development within town, this is greatly increasing. We have had some environmental complaints that we have been responding to. Challenges; are balancing all of these needs. 
Bob: the hoarding concerns have they been handled by BOA in the past

Jen: the hoarding issue is multi-jurisdictional; the fire departments at times are involved. Sometimes building is involved for structural, most issues fall under BOA. Hoarding in the past has been hidden and has not become more able to talk about and realized it’s a mental health case. I have a list of 20 or more homes in Scituate. 

Jamie: your purchases and services decreased?
Nancy: we transferred money at town meeting for additional help, which we will not need in FY 16

Mike: What is the latest with the turbine?
Jen: there is a test that has to be done with the sound and certain weather conditions. They have yet to have these weather conditions to have the test. 

Lincoln: how much is a perk test?
Jen: the application is $150 and there are usually a few hundred a year, it is seasonal. Because development was slow there had been a lull.  

Lincoln: does this compare to other towns
Jen: it’s hard to compare with other towns; Norwell has lots of old developments and 100% septic.  
I think we will see many more coming. Future perk test, there 583 (new homes), 360 are septic

Lincoln: What is the role of public health nurse?
Jen: Flu clinics, responsible for receiving and responding to reported illnesses. 

Bob: does she have anything to do with vaccinations? 

Jen: she would be notified for a measles case. If the state determined the BOA is responsible for the vaccine she would be in charge.  Currently it is on the doctors or minute clinics, but that’s not to say this could change during a crisis or mass vaccinations. 

Recreation – 630 presented by Maura Glancy, Jennifer Vitallie 
Highlights of the year there are over 300 programs, 155 seasonal employees, we are a big operation. We also help with the CPC projects that are moving forward.  We recently installed 2 basketball courts, and there is one to come in Hummarock. Our biggest goal is the relocation for the program. Some new things we are working on is a town wide bike program, expanding the special needs sailing program, enrich the town with beach amenities, as well as a potential of a new beach. We have been working with Atlantic Great White concerns; there will be new signage to inform of the sharks and we hope to consolidate all the signage at the beaches. There has been a salary increase for the help, so there will be a small increase in some program costs. 
Geoff:  how many nonresident stickers do we sell?
Jen: we sell 5,649 residents, 202 non-residents. We have discussed the possibility of a daily sticker 

Geoff: could we possibly increase the limit from 200 to 300 nonresident?
Jen: I’m not sure if there is a waiting list to have 300 nonresidents; these stickers are not sold in our office so this is something I would have to research. 

Geoff: potential site of an additional beach 

Jen: this is just a possibility, parking tides, conservation all come into play. 

Jamie: beach year revolving fund status, there are new items?
Nancy: there are a lot of players that operate out of this budget we have just broken it out further instead of lumping them together.

Jen: the real changes is the personnel do to the salary increase

Jamie: what sq/ft are you looking for in the new space?
Jen: our current space little over 6,000 sq ft, we have been there for 15 years, we flourish there. We are working with the school department to possibly go to Gates school area, but that might be a big price tag to bring it to code. We are also looking at modular office space. 

Shellfish: presented by 295 Nancy Holt
Level funded from previous year and will go under harbormasters over sight.
