Karen said this will expand the map and has more restrictions, my concerns is that if we are adopting the map we need to inform the town and know enough about what the implications are.

Tricia said yes, it would apply to more people around town and what they can do with their property

Karen asked if is this going to impact the middle school

Maura said it does fall in the map, but we are not sure which zone
