   COMMISSION ON DISABILITIES MEETING

1.  Call to Order. Chairperson John McLaughlin called the meeting to order at 7:35 PM at the Scituate Maritime Center.
2.  Acceptance of Past Minutes. The Commission conditionally accepted the meeting minutes from July. A Commission member’s name had been misspelled and the location of the meeting was incorrect.
3:  Old Business
A) Portable Ramps: Ms. Brodsky reported that the owner of Goodies II had purchased four portable ramps for businesses to use. 
B) Jenkins Curb Cut: The curb has still not been modified. The CoD will continue to monitor the status of this project.
C) New Middle School and New Safety Complex: No new information available at this time.
D) Maritime Center: No new information available at this time.
E) Handicapped Parking Enforcement:  It was reported that the Traffic Commission would like to bring the recommendation of increasing handicapped parking fines to the Board of Selectman. Additionally, it was reported that it has been almost one year since any handicapped parking fines had been collected.
F) Broadening Transportation: Mr. McLaughlin reported that he would ask for a meeting with the Town Administrator. 
G) Open Meeting Law Remote Participation: Mr. McLaughlin reported that he would ask for a meeting with the Town Administrator.
H) Playgrounds: No new information was available about The Seaside Park playground.

I) Transition Plan: No new information is available at this time.
4. New Business
A) Location of Handicapped Parking Spots: Mr. Mclaughlin recommended identifying all the handicapped parking spots available in Scituate.

B) Sea Walls/Beach Entrances: It was recommended to identify handicapped accessible beach entrances.   
C) Country Way and Tilden Trails: The CoD continues to have concerns about the ADA compliance of these two paths of travel. Ms. Sommer made a motion that she would send an email to the town’s ADA coordinator, Robert Vogel, to get clarification of the statuses of these projects. Ms. Schembari seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
D) Upcoming Trainings: There is an MoD Summit on Employment scheduled for September 16, 2016 at the Boston Convention Center.

E) Elections: Ms. Schembari made a motion to wait until the next meeting to hold elections. Ms. Sommer seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

5. Adjournment. Ms. Sommer made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Ms. Brodsky.  seconded it. All voted to adjourn and the motion passed unanimously. The meeting was adjourned at 9:15 pm. The next CoD meeting is scheduled for September 15, 2016.
