2.  Acceptance of Past Minutes. Acceptance of September minutes was approved unanimously.

A) Portable Ramps: These ramps are not ADA compliant and therefore the business are hesitant to use them. 
B) Jenkins Curb Cut: It was discovered that indeed the curb cut had been completed in time for school to start, However, work on the path has not been started.
C) New Middle School and New Safety Complex: The School complex is getting new doors and smoke detectors. MA law is now requiring N10N detectors. John will discuss this with the Fire Chief and Town Administrator. The Safety Complex needs to be inspected but we need to be invited. Will follow up with BOS and Town Administrator.

D) Shared Concerns with Harbor Master as to Parking/Entrance Way and Accessibility of Structures: No new information available at this time
E) Shared Concerns with Lieutenant Thomas/ Parking Fines/ Dispatch/ Enhanced 911:  There is to be a meeting of TRRA on Monday 10/25 at 5:30 at Town Hall. Will attend to discuss these issues as controlled by them.
F) Broadening Transportation: Discussion to extend Loop. Looking for help to let townspeople know of availability. Call 2 hours in advance for a ride. Approval should be final within 2 months. Approved by the BOS on 10/18.
G) Open Meeting Law Remote Participation: Per the Town Administrator this requires the approval of the BOS
H) Playgrounds: Planning Board has asked the Recreation Department to do a self-evaluation for ADA compliance of all Recreation sites. Commission will assist with this evaluation. We have also requested that the Conservation Department do an evaluation.
I) Transition Plan: Will try to get on a BOS agenda as soon as possible to get approval for an external consultant

4. New Business
A) Handicapped Parking Spots Will discuss at TRRA meeting on Monday 10/25.
B) Sea Walls/Beach Entrance Ways   Needs further follow up as unable to contact Chair of the Beach Ways Committee and they have not had any meetings this past month.
C) Country Way and Tilden Trails: The CoD continues to have concerns about the ADA compliance of these two paths of travel. Communications with Mr. Vogel, the Town ADA Coordinator are on-going. We have been told that the project has not been accepted yet and will not be accepted until the walkways are ADA compliant. Will continue to monitor.
D) Upcoming Training and Seminars Training session is available on November 3 2016. Mr. McLaughlin will attend in Taunton. Session is being conducted by DOT.
E) ADA Evaluations: Contacted by Recreation Department. For assistance.

5.  Potential Past and New ADA Violations Awareness: Mr. McLaughlin is now certified   as Emergency Evacuations for Disabled. He is discussing new high tech system for fire extinguishers with the Fire Chief. If used, they automatically alert that they are in use.
