I. MEETING CALLED TO ORDER; Mr. Roberts called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.

II. In attendance:  Steve Svensen, Chris Roberts, Rob McCarry, Dave Smith and Erik Richman all commissioners. Lisa Potts, Paul Sharry- field coordinatior, Tatianna Maraj-CORSE Representative 
III. Acceptance of Minutes: no minutes to submit at this time.
IV. Tennis Court Policy: Discussion and vote on final wording of policy:  the final wording of the New Tennis Court Policy is as follows- “Tennis Courts are for residential, recreational, non-commercial usage only unless otherwise authorized by the Recreation Commission.”  The policy was motioned for a vote to accept, by Mr. McCarry and second by Mr. Richman, all were in favor and voted with a yea vote. Signs will be made for the tennis courts at Gates and High School.
V. Follow-up discussion regarding the implementation of PCA: PCA and SBA $3200 willing to share cost. Fall 2nd attend, Mr. C only use for Recreation.  Board members June/July fall, August/September.  Pass and set up Rec.’s own session
VI. Liaison Updates:

a. Waterways: Jamie Noonan: transfer of boats back to Rec. on May 28, 2013 from the High School using them for their new High School Program.
i. Sailing Program 
b. Public Facilities Master Plan: Bill Blake, Maura Glancy

c. CPC: Rob McCarry : projects ready to go and Paul Sharry ready to go with lights for the back field.  The project is being passed toDPW to get underway. The back lights are put on hold for now. Town administrator would like to see the project underway as soon as possible. Selectman talking about doing away with CPC, just an idea out there.
d. Skatepark: Dan Monger:  The people involved have taken the measurements of area and know what they want to proceed with their project.  Friends of Scituate Recreation are willing to help with money. 
VII. Sailing Capital Campaign: Bill Blake, Lisa Potts: Lisa Potts addressed the commission with the capital campaign for the sailing programs including Recreation Sailing and the High School new team. This will help with replacing and fixing the equipment and the wear and tear of the Scituate Recreation’s fleet of boats, used by the Scituate High School Sailing team. Several ideas for fundraising have been mentioned, but the up and coming Irish night at the River Club on June 14, 2013 is the next fundraiser, tickets can be bought online.
VIII. Correspondence/Directors report:  Ms. Vitelli stated that only 15 lifeguards were returning from last year, putting the department low on guards for the beaches this summer. Closing of 1 or 2 beaches might be necessary if the department cannot find more qualified guards.  Christian’s Law is a new law which is being implemented which will require campers in camps to wear lifejackets when an outing is planned at a beach and or swimming area.  More to come on this law.
IX. Old Business/New Business; Ms. Maraj has accepted the Rec. Coordinator’s position with CORSE to facilitate the employees who work for the Recreation Department. CORSE is underwriting and paying Tatianna for the position.  The CORSE golf fundraiser is scheduled for June 21, 2013 all were encouraged to play and or participate.  Tween camp has been added to the summer camps the All Star programs this summer.
X. Adjournment:  Mr. Sharry motioned to adjourn at 8:00p.m. , Mr. Svensen seconds the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 8p.m.
