Scheduled Items:

Discuss/Vote: Fats, Oils and Grease (FOG) Regulations Variance Request, Knights of Columbus Snack Bar
Erica Brady represented the establishment.

Ms. Brady presented the menu and explained that everything served at the snack bar of the Knights of Columbus pool snack bar is prepackaged, frozen and microwaved.  We have a refrigerator, freezer, microwave and tea kettle so no fats, oils or grease go down the drain.  Mr. Clark explained that if the menu changes, the Board will revisit the decision at that time. Mr. Pansey asked if the establishment was served by a septic system.  Ms. Keefe said they did have a private septic system but there was no flow from the kitchen. Ms. Brady explained that the septic system gets pumped each year before the snack bar opens.

Mr. Clark made a motion to approve the variance requested for installation of a grease trap at the Knights of Columbus pool snack bar as requested by the representatives for the establishment.  The variance allows for continued seasonal operation of the establishment without installing a grease trap, based on current conditions and operations.  The establishment is serviced by a private septic system.  This variance is granted; however, it can be reviewed, modified or revoked by the Board of Health at any time in the future.

Discuss/Vote: Fats, Oils, Grease (FOG) Regulations Variance Request, Reynold’s Package Store
Martin and Diana Block; owners, represented the establishment

Mr. Block stated that he and his wife have owned Reynold’s Package Store for the past year and that they have a hot dog roller machine that is self-contained.  The machine is cleaned with cloths and cleaner, which are thrown away.  Mr. Pansey asked if it was the electric, not submersible hot dog roller.  Mr. Block confirmed.  Mr. Pansey explained to the Blocks that the Town has had many problems with sewer clogs and that is why there is a need to regulate grease traps.  He explained that as Mr. Clark had previously mentioned that if the menu changed the decision could be reviewed.  Ms. Keefe said she visited the establishment and checked the current conditions of the hot dog roller and found it was not submersible and checked with the DPW Director, who agreed that as long as the equipment was not submersible and the current condition do not change, his department was comfortable with granting this variance.

Mr. Clark made a motion to approve the variance requested for installation of a grease trap at Reynold’s Package Store as requested by the representatives for the establishment.  The variance allows for continued operation of the establishment without installing a grease trap, based on current conditions and operations.  The establishment is serviced by the public sewer system.  This variance is granted; however, it can be reviewed, modified or revoked by the Board of Health at any time in the future.
