Acceptance of the Agenda
Mr. Clark made a motion to accept the agenda for May 4, 2015.  All in favor.  Unanimous vote.

SCHEDULED ITEMS:
FOG variance request- Greg Bukuras on behalf of Pete’s Mediterranean Fresh Restaurant to be located at 105 Front Street
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Clark welcomed Mr. Bukuras to the Board of Health meeting.  Mr. Bukuras explained he has been working on opening a restaurant on Front Street for about one month and is requesting a variance for an internal grease trap.  He stated he was in the process of buying the proper sinks, which would include a grease trap, and therefore, he is unable to provide the plans for the grease trap at this time.  Mr. Bukuras said once the sinks are purchased, they will be installed by a licensed plumber.   Before purchasing sinks he wanted to know if a grease trap was necessary, since he did not plan to prepare any food that would create grease.  He stated that he had been in the food business and plans to open a restaurant with food to go and a few seats but would not be making anything fried.  Mr. Clark said that they are enforcing the regulations that all businesses must have grease traps because they have had problems with grease in the sewer system.   Mr. Clark said he understood that on Front Street there is no real estate for the external grease trap and explained Mr. Bukarus` would have to work closely with Ms. Keefe to have a trap installed internally since the regulations have been implemented to protect the citzens and infrastructure of the town.   Mr. Clark explained that the Board members have to be mindful of the future in case there is a change to the menu from the planned Greek menu including salads to a menu that includes fried foods.  Mr. Bukuras agreed he would work with Ms. Keefe and have the trap installed by the end of the year. 
Mr. Vazza made a motion that the Board grant a variance from Regulation #28 of the FOG Regulations to the applicant for 105 Front Street.  All in favor.  Ms. Keefe confirmed that she would continue to work with Mr. Bukuras to review the specifications and work with the plumbing inspector to install the internal grease trap.
23 Pleasant Street-Title 5 Septic System hearing regarding expired permit with Fidelio Rodrigues representing the property owner
Mr. Rodrigues explained that he was representing his mother, the property owner, and provided a letter from her to represent her regarding the proposed septic plan located at 23 Pleasant Street.  Ms. Keefe updated the Board members and explained that the septic plan was approved by Ms. Sullivan but that the permit expired this past March.  She stated that Mr. Rodrigues would like to have the permit to install the septic system reissued or extended in some form.  There were no revisions to the approved plan and that the local upgrades requested at that time have been listed at the top, right hand side of the design.   Mr. Clark stated that because they are not requesting any changes to the design, the existing plan is acceptable. Mr. Vazza suggested Mr. Rodrigues apply for a new permit with the existing plan in order for it to be reissued and Mr. Clark agreed.  Mr. Rodrigues agreed and told Ms. Keefe he would come to the BOH office and apply for a new permit with the approved plan.  Mr. Vazza made a motion that the plan be re-approved following the submittal to the agent with a new permit application and fee for 23 Pleasant Street.  Ms. Keefe asked Mr. Rodrigues to come to the Health office and fill out a new permit application with a $150.00 check made payable to the Town of Scituate and she would reissue the permit based on the decision here tonight.   Motion requested.  All in favor.  Unanimous vote.
67 Greenfield Lane-Septic system failure
Ms. Keefe explained to the Board members that there were very clear indications this past January that the septic system at 67 Greenfield Lane was in failure.  She stated that there was an old cesspool on the property and effluent was being released on the front yard and into the street, discharging into the catch basin and into the wetland across the street.  She stated that she sent a letter to the property owners indicating that they had to have the cesspool inspected and pumped immediately.  She told them they would also need to continue having it pumped to prevent the overflow and they initially responded that they were working with P.F. Spencer.   She told the Board members that she inquired a few weeks later to check on the status of the system and that the homeowners are no longer living there due to foreclosure.  Therefore, letters will be sent to the bank as the responsible party and they will need to repair the system.  Mr. Clark confirmed there was no action for the BOH members at this time.  Mr. Vazza wanted to know how we would know whether there were occupants in the house.  Mr. Keefe said she checked on the house herself and has also asked the police to check periodically to confirm it remained vacant.  Mr. Vazza wanted a response from the bank and then the board could revisit the issue. 
Discuss Private Well Regulations
Mr. Clark noted that one person was expected to come to the meeting and discuss private well regulations but since that person was not currently present and one board member was unable to be at the meeting, the Board would table the discussion until the next scheduled Board of Health meeting. 
Mr. Vazza asked if the Water Department had provided feedback and if there were any suggestions from any other Town departments.  Ms. Keefe indicated that there were comments from Bob Vogel, of the Building Department and that John Clarkeson from the Water Resource Committee had provided his recommendations to Ms. Keefe.  
Mr. Clark confirmed they would discuss the draft private well regulations at the next scheduled Board meeting.
