DISCUSSION:
PROPERTY APPRAISALS
Karen Connolly informed the Board that the Town Assessor, Steve Jarzembowski, provided four names for possible property appraisals and said that she will also contact Town Counsel to make sure the process is done right.

Ms. Minier spoke about the Hennessey property and said that since the land was all going to be sold and has been appraised before, she would recommend avoiding a costly appraisal and expedite this property. 
Ms. Connolly said that they would have to check with Town Counsel to see what we are legally obligated to do. Ms. Scott Pipes reminded the Board that the Hennessey appraisal was done 7 years ago. It was also discussed that with or without an appraisal, no closing can take place until after July 1st in the new FY.
Ms. Minier discussed the process for appraisals.
MARITIME RECREATION
Ms. Connolly went through the list of all the communities that are on the coast and have also adopted CPA. She asked the Committee members if they would like to form a subcommittee to contact these coastal communities to see if there is any interest in approaching the legislature to amend the CPA to allow maritime uses, noting that CPA is land biased. She said if there was interest, the next step would be for the towns to write letters to their legislator.  
Ms. Connolly asked Mr. Roberts to draft the letter for the committee to review at the next meeting.

CPC SIGNS
Ms. Connolly said that Ms. Scott Pipes has given her a list of sites where the signs can go up. We have 9 signs. Ms. Sprague will do an assessment this summer to prioritize the sites and what they need to do to install the signs. Ms. Minier offered to help with this project. 
NEW BUSINESS
1) Ms. Connolly received an application from the North Scituate Beach Association on February 24, 2016 to do plantings for $30,000 across from Suzanne’s. The Board could have a hearing and, if approved, it could go before Special Town Meeting in the fall.
Mr. Friedman asked if the Town ever approves CPC projects at Special Town Meeting and Ms. Connolly answered that the Moncy land acquisition was approved at a Special Town Meeting.
2) Mr. Roberts said that a member of the Wampatuck PTO approached him about rehabbing the field at the elementary school. He explained the process to her and said that the Field Study group would evaluate it. Ms. Burbine said that her understanding is that the people doing the Proving Grounds project, as part of their mitigation, will rehab the Wampatuck field.  
3) Mr. Roberts said they are having an open meeting to discuss the Community Playground design to get feedback from the public.
A motion was made to adjourn at 7:36; All in Favor.
