Acceptance of the Agenda
Mr. Clark made a motion to accept the agenda for June 1, 2015.  All in favor.  Unanimous vote.

[bookmark: _GoBack]38 Atlantic Drive-Title 5 Septic System Hearing, Paul Mirabito representing homeowner
Mr. Clark asked if there were any abutters and disclosed that he had business interactions with the family involved on this property but that there were no financial gains and no other involvement.
Mr. Mirabito thanked Mr. Clark and proceeded to describe the septic upgrade plan for the property at 38 Atlantic Drive.  During the storm last winter, the existing leaching field was swept out to sea.  The existing septic tank which was installed about 8 or 9 years ago remains and the plan proposes to cap the pipe and connect to a proposed leaching field to be installed across the street.  He stated that this was possible because the family owns the lot across the street as well.  We are planning to put precast concrete chambers so there can also be some seasonal parking.  The plan proposes installation of a liner around it to be in compliance with title 5. The conservation commission requested during their meeting that the field be lowered such that there would be a 4 foot separation from groundwater with a local upgrade request.
Each Board member reviewed the plan.   Ms. Keefe asked if an easement was required and Mr. Mirabito explained one is not needed because the family owns both pieces of property which included land to the middle of the private way from each lot.  Mr. Clark confirmed that heavy trucks cannot crush any of the piping in the street.
Ms. Keefe had no additional questions about the revised plans and both Board members agreed that it was acceptable.
Motion to accept the septic system upgrade plan for 38 Atlantic Drive
All in favor, Unanimous, Motion accepted

Discuss/Review: Private Well Regulations-comments and recommended revisions from Town Departments and Boards
Ms. Cook, Water Resource Committee was in attendance for the discussion.  Ms. Keefe discussed her participation in their committee meeting and further discussion with Jim DeBarros, of the Water Department regarding Private irrigation adhering to same water restriction that residents with town water have to follow.   Mr. Pansey discussed whether there were legal issues associated with restricting the residents with wells.  The Board indicated that they wanted to confirm that the Water Department could enforce that if they included it in the regulations.   Ms. Cook has stated that the Attorney General upheld Town bylaws for Falmouth and Middleton and that Scituate Counsel could review.  She believed Mass DEP wanted Scituate to enforce water restrictions for all water users and, therefore, would support the decision to have private irrigation well owners follow the same restrictions.  Ms. Cook believed that the water restrictions are not publicized enough and that people do not understand there are water restrictions in place.  She thought that it had been in the newspaper, on the radio, and posted numerous places.   There was discussion that the information would be sent out with water bills in the future.  Ms. Keefe stated she is compiling and incorporating the comments from the various town departments regarding draft private well regulations.  She would like them to be written so that if private well owners follow the same rules, the regulations would not have to be amended on a regular basis with specifics of the restrictions.  Ms. Cook asked if the Board of Health could put the water restriction information on its website.  Ms. Keefe agreed and said she would also make copies of the regulations and leave them out with our other pamphlets.   Ms. Keefe summarized by saying she would incorporate the comments she has received thus far and send the draft well regulations for additional comments.
