Acceptance of the Agenda

Scheduled Items:

806 Country Way-Title 5 Septic System Hearing, Peter Lyons presenting for Collins Engineering, representing homeowner
Mr. Peter Lyons of Collins Engineering presented the proposed septic plan for 806 Country Way on behalf of the applicant.  Ms. Keefe indicated that she reviewed the original plan and has received the revised plan in response to comments provided to Mr. Collins.  Due to the number of local upgrade requests Collins Engineering presented the proposed septic plan to the Board members for review and approval.  Mr. Lyons explained that he provided revised copies of the original plan.  Mr. Lyons first indicating the house has wetlands behind and it and, therefore, they are proposing to install the new septic system in front of the house.  With existing water and gas lines in front of the property and the driveway to the right, the area available for a septic system is limited.  He stated they had to use sieve analysis because the land would not percolate because of a deep fill and peat layer.  To limit runoff, they requested, a reduced separation to ground water to lower the grade changes.  The next local upgrade request was to install the leaching field eight feet from the foundation and ten feet from the front of the property.  Mr. Lyons explained that they were proposing to install a pump system and 2 compartment tank with a 1,000 gallon pump chamber pumping it up to the front yard.   He stated that they also planned to install an impervious liner around the system.  Finally they were requesting a reduction from twenty two feet to twenty five feet between the wetlands and the proposed septic system.  Ms. Keefe stated that Patrick Gallivan from the Conservation Department has a permit in place for this address. Mr. Clark confirmed with Mr. Lyons that the field size has had no reduction in size, Mr. Whyte inquired about the location of the deck, and whether there were concerns associated with it being located so close to the old septic system.  Mr. Lyons assured him that the old system would be decommissioned and that the distance has been considered so that the deck would be stable.  Ms. Keefe asked if Mr. Lyons could point out the detail of the two part compartmental pump chambers on the plan, as she could not make them out on the plan received via email.  Mr. Lyons pointed it out to her and the Board members confirmed she was satisfied with the explanation.  
Mr. Clark made a motion to approve the septic plan for 806 Country Way pending the signature of Clint Watson, the percolation witness, on the form 9A.
