102 River Street-Title 5 Septic System Hearing, Stenbeck and Taylor Representing Homeowner
Richard Servant from Stenbeck and Taylor introduced himself and presented the proposed septic design plan for 102 River Street and provided revised plans in response to the comments from Ms. Keefe.   He reviewed the revisions indicating that the requested benchmark and the cross section was labeled to show it was a field and not a trench.  He addressed the comment regarding the time of day the high ground water was determined.   High tide was at 3:32 pm on the day of the testing so they started the percolation test at 3:35 which was now identified on the revised plan.  He said they are requesting local upgrade approvals given the space limitations on the lot.  He requested a reduction in setbacks from the property line to the leaching field, the tank and field to the crawl space and the leaching field to the water service.   Mr. Servant confirmed that the owner was a year round resident and provided abutter notification cards but was unsure if the abutters were as well.   Mr. Pansey reminded him that when installing the system they would have to be very precise so the abutters are not impacted.  Mr. Servant explained that he would be at the site to make sure the lines would be marked prior to construction and also that there would be a membrane around the system to protect the water line.

Other Business:
The Board members asked Ms. Keefe for an update on anything new.  Ms. Keefe stated she was still compiling all of the information and revisions provided by other Town departments for the private well regulations.  She explained that due to the high bacteria levels at Peggotty Beach, we have been collecting daily samples for laboratory analysis to address the geomean posting.   Mr. Clark asked if the geomean was a local or state regulation and Ms. Keefe comfirmed that it was a State regulation.
Mr. Pansey asked whether the BOH was going to follow up on the FOG regulations this year. Ms. Keefe confirmed that the department is planning to send letters to all food establishments that should be in compliance by the end of this year and follow up to confirm they are disposing of the grease properly.  It will also determine what is needed for those that are not yet in compliance.
