Scituate Town Library Open Public Forum
Designer Selection Process: In 2010 the board of selectmen and town meeting attendees approved the library application 

Community Feedback:
Exterior out of keeping with historic and residental neighborhood
Associated issues with large glass addition

Height of addition cloud add to interior library noise

Primary areas of change were in the new wing with less dramatic changes to the remainder

Strengths of OE:
Incorporated all original grant programs approved by MBLC

Ideas for exterior more in line with the current building and with its setting

The proposed additions total 7500 sq ft of the large addition is on branch to the north with a smaller addition on the east side. The main entrance will remain where it is. Within the space the sightlines with flow through the building. With low stacks leading out to new large windows on Branch Street. Above the ceiling are heavy timber trusses that will be exposed that with give warmth and drama into the space. On the upper floor there will be an art gallery with comfortable seating in an intimate setting. In addition to the gallery there are 2 other reading nooks, one which will house a gas fireplace. In the local history room there will be built in bookcase that will be in locked cases. This room is also adjacent to an outdoor reading porch. There are 2 large meeting rooms that can be used by the town after hours, with separate lobby and restrooms. 
Lower Level: The lower level with house the child/teen rooms. It was important to make sure the floors interconnected, this open glass central stair with encourage this. At the bottom of the stair there is an entrance into two major wing, children’s and teen. There is interior glazing allowing sight lines throughout for the librarians. The new program room holds 150 people; it is out in the front of the building, which will be bright and inviting. There is a small kitchenette, bathrooms and flexible seating that is in the meeting room. 
Exterior: The existing building is brick and cedar. In the new areas there will be a cedar shiplap siding. The existing brick is in great shape, but all the windows and doors will need to be replaced. The lantern will have copper flashing which will weather to the green. The chimney element is a nice marker to the exterior. 

Site Plans: The cars that park in front of the building block the views of the building. The existing vegetation will be removed and relocated. The 15 minute front parking will be removed to allow for sightlines to the building. The new parking lot will have 106 spots. There will be 9 handicap spots; there will be 5 on the high end of the lot and 4 on the lower level. There is currently a lot of large knotweed that buffers the parking lot that will be removed. All storm water will be collected in a retention basin, which will handle the run off.
