1. Meeting Called to Order – 7:06pm by Ed DiSalvio
Conrad presented the updated site to the board and abutters. The proposed parking is going from 55 to 106 spots. The total sq ft will be 32,000 with the new addition; there will be two entrances into the building. The storm water in the parking lot will be caught within several catch basins and a bio-retention basin. Carol informed the team they are trying to remove the knotweed located in the perimeter of the parking lot. This area will then be seeded after removal. The trees in the parking lot will be new red maple. On the lower entrance there will be memorial grant blocks, and the dedicated cooper beach tree will be relocated. There will be 14’ LED lights installed in the lot, there should be no light population in the abutting properties. There will also be light ballads on the walk way along the entrance. 
· Jessi explained that the friends of Scituate do a book sale throughout the year, with the new plan they will have a permanent space to sell books throughout the year. This will help greatly with fund raising. 
Team update from Joe: the town departments have reviewed the drawings and commented on permitting and what will be needed. The planning board meeting will be March 26th. The drawings will be going to CD and are on schedule. The selectmen’s has unanimously accepted the library interior and exterior. St. Luke’s has been secured for the residents that are displaced from the community building. The community building selective demo will be done by the Plymouth county prisoners. Joe plans to take pictures and film the interior of the building before any work begins.
