V. Field Coordinator Report: Paul Sharry
Mr. Sharry talked about the Football Field and how it is now is about 8-9 years old. He added how the field still is in good shape. Most turd fields last around 10 years. He thinks it will be around $20,000 to redo the turf. He suggested that we should do it and have it ready for the spring.

VI. Scituate Recreation CPC Approved Projects Project Update: Dave Smith & Rob McCarry
Mr. McCarry stated that they headed us in right direction to look at state approved contractors. Mrs. Vitelli suggested that the fields are worth a try finding somebody for. Mr. McCarry added in that, they offered if we didn’t find someone, we do not have funds to hire independently. We could find volunteers to help the engineering. Mrs. Galvin asked what the CPC projects were? Mrs. Vitelli answered, Redoing Wampatuck and Cushing, Humarock courts. Mr. McCarry reassured that the baseball one is on hold. Mr. Roberts said that the response read ‘Gates study wants to be completed by next spring April to June 2014.’ 
VII. Guiding Good Choices Rec. Programming: Annmarie Galvin
Annmarie went in to explain this program in great detail. They have had good success and in the past few years really getting people involved in coalition. There are substance abuse counselors who can teach kids at schools and at home but a bigger approach is needed. There is lots of new research etc. The program was awarded a federal grant last year. The program is known to reduce substance abuse for your children 12- 18 over time. The grant received is over 5 years for 625,000 dollars. There is a lot of help on the way. They want to partner with an organization that is tax free. There are quarterly meetings. A website. Scituatefax.org. There are guest speakers and good showings. They also sponsor the 5th quarter which goes on after high school football games. There has been a wonderful response. A lot of local businesses are sending local checks. Student dj’s chaperones (CORI checked). 
This is year three of these group meetings. This is proven that it has changed parents, teen and drug abuse. There is sharing going on with Duxbury, Marshfield, and Hingham for training. It will be offered in January. Targeting parents from 6th to 8th graders. Based on child, parent bonding. Emails will be sent out to parents urging them to sign up. Fax can override payments if possible. There is Daycare at the sight since it is in evenings. Mr. McCarry asked if it is possible to record it to put on TV? Mr. Svensen then added that if that happens, then people might not go. Mrs. Galvin- All of it is interactive and small group work. Maybe we can put some of that on TV. Powerpoints, links/YouTube could be put on the website.
