I. MEETING CALLED TO ORDER
Mr. Roberts called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Mr. Svensen makes a motion to accept minutes from 10/15/2013. Mr. McCarry seconds. All in favor.

IV. Scituate Recreation FY 2015 Proposed CPC Skatepark Project Presentation
Mr. Roberts is submitting application to CPC for 2014. This is the only project that is going to be submitted. It is our focus for this year. Mr. Mungel (the presenter) said that the CPC application is due on the 1st. He explains how the park is in horrible condition. It has been there for 17 years or so. It is in no condition to just repair, it has to be redone. There are drainage problems as well. Mr. Mungel mentioned that they have to fulfill a lot of requirements to get CPC money. People are very supportive and want to get involved with the skate park renovation. Mr. Mungel has found a lot of support within the Rec Commission and Ms. Vitelli. Mr. Mungel has interviewed a lot of kids to get their input and ideas. The Scituate skatepark was one of the first in New England. 
Everyone who uses the skate park really likes the transition between the two areas. The new skate park would expand to the back of tennis court fence to near the track area. You need at the least a 10,000 square foot space. Mr. Mungel explained how the park is really pretty dangerous right now. Some ramps you can't really use because of the cracks. It is partially pavement and concrete (not the right surface). It is probably the most used facility in town. It is used all year round even in the winter. The skate park is a very important place for the skaters. They put together an unofficial skate park committee and have held student group meetings. 
Mr. Mungel went on to mention that there is a movement to also start a club at the SHS. The kids are very interested with the process of what is going on. Skateboarding is a mainstream activity. It is the third most popular sport for youth under 18 years old. It goes football, basketball then skateboarding. Skateboarding has almost become bicycling for a lot of kids. Most communities if they do not have a skate park one want one soon. We are at the front end of the timeline right now with the application process and approval. 
Mr. Mungel said that there would have to be one or two days for demolition and a couple of months to redo the whole thing. Even the walls around skating rink/benches etc. could maybe be fixed up. The goal is to raise $50,000. There are a lot of fundraisers from now till then. CPC request is $386,000. Mr. McCarry brought up how he saw 15-20 kids last weekend. It is a nice community that is very supporting. Great community project. Mr. Sharry said that the school will be back in session during construction. All the equipment and stuff will need to be secured and out of the way. This is something that has to be figured all out. If there is anything damaged during the construction, it needs to be fixed before the project is completed.

Mr. Sharry said that we need to be careful with reinforcing boards with concrete. Mr. Mungel said that it could just be a barrier. Mr. MacIntosh asked if there was something being done with the planters? Are they going to be moved? Ms. Steverman said take them away. Mr. Smith asked if there is there a possible partnership with Rec? There could be a learn to skate program etc. Mr. Roberts then asked if there is any type of certification process to be able to do that. Mr. Kazlowski asked if there is any other money besides CPC going into the project? Mr. Mungel added that there is the Tony Hawk grant but it is for communities that are less wealthy. The way they build them now are great. He went on to say that there really isn’t much maintenance. They are constructed to last a long time.
