I. MEETING CALLED TO ORDER

Mr. Richman calls the meeting to order at 7:35 pm.

II. Scituate Recreation FY 2015 Proposed CPC Ellis Project
a. Vote 

Mr. Svensen makes a motion to endorse the Ellis project as it pertains to recreation/enhancement of walking trails and filter the rest of the project to historical society. Mr. Richman seconds the vote. All in favor
III. Scituate Recreation FY 2015 Proposed CPC Tilden Multi-Use Trail 

a. Vote 
Mr. Richman makes a motion to accept application to endorse Tilden Multi-Use Trail as presented in application for $600,000, Mr. Svensen seconds. All in favor. 

IV. FY2015 Budget Discussion and Vote: Jennifer Vitelli, Maura Glancy
Mrs. Vitelli references the four goals. 1. Enhance the recreation resources, 2. Enrich beach operations 3. Enhance safety of public facilities, 4. Explore a town wide lightning warning system.

a. 630
Mrs. Vitelli discusses a few potential changes to the budget. 1. Increasing recreation clerk from 19.75 to 20 hours, 2. Security bundle for $1,021 to connect us to town hall computers.
Mr. Svensen makes a motion to accept the 630 budget for fiscal year 15 for $126, 138.83 Mr. Richman seconds the motion. All in favor.

b. Recreation/Field Revolving
Mrs. Vitelli says we are going to be benchmarking every 4 years (comparing to other surrounding towns)
c. Beach Sticker Revolving

Mrs. Vitelli discusses potential seasonal salary 5% increase in hourly rates of lifeguards. Increase would be around $7,200. Support service change to $5,600 use to be $2,100.  Recreation would like to bring in Aqua Sean and his staff to recertify and train lifeguards. Recreation would like to do an aggressive 3 day training. $3,100 would be needed for Sean and another $1,200 for certification. Mr. Richman believes we should get more Porta-potties. Mrs. Glancy mentions how they need to plan it and manage better during certain days/holidays etc. 
Discussion of back up batteries, new radios, and beach wheelchair follows. Capital improvements- $115,000 to redo Humarock beach parking lot.
Mr. Svensen makes a motion to accept the beach sticker for FY 2015 beach sticker budget $336,725.41 Mr. Richman seconds. All in favor. Mr. Svensen makes a motion to accept FY 2015 proposed budget in entirety as presented by the co-directors. Mr. Richman seconds. All in favor.

Mr. Roberts says it is a good idea to try to connect with people and come up with some plans etc. Mr. Flynn will look at land that might be an option. He will talk to Barnstable/Hyannis people to see how they did it. Mr. Svensen adds, logistically it needs to be figured out how to make it work.
