III. Open space and recreation plan update:  dISCUSSION & VOTE

· Mr. Svensen makes a motion to amend to include the following wording in the OSRP. Mr. Smith and Mr. McCarry second. All in favor.
A. In light of the recent vote, the Recreation Commission needs to re-evaluate the OSRP and its “Analysis of Needs” Section  7 specifically section 7.2 “Summary of Community Needs” section 7.2.1 “Recreational Needs” (page 4  starting paragraph 2) 
I. “At the writing of this OSRP the Recreation Department is actively working with the Town to find a temporary and permanent home. This is because the recent vote and renovation. This new location should provide the Scituate Residents a facility which will meet the needs of our entire population”
· Mr. Svensen makes a motion to amend to include the following wording in the OSRP. Mr. Smith and Mr. McCarry second. All in favor.
B. “Athletic Fields and Parks” (page 6) OSRP Section 7 specifically 7.2.1: 
 I. “Although the OSRP has identified for nearly 20 years the need to expand athletic fields the January 10, 2015 vote to build a new middle school on the high campus the new school will eliminate four highly used athletic fields/spaces that are utilized almost year round by the entire Community (Svensen Field Hockey Field; Javelin field; Quad and new softball field).  The loss of these athletic open spaces will have a monumental impact on community programming as well as the opportunity serve the Town’s needs”.

· Mr. Svensen makes a motion to include the following wording in the OSRP. Mr. McCarry and Mr. Smith second. All if favor.
 “In light  of the recent approval of a new middle school, the impending relocation of the recreation department and a loss of field space, the long term need of the department is securing a permanent location that meets the needs of the department and the loss of field space for the overall community. The department with the help of other town departments will continue to identify available land for athletic fields and recreation use on open space
