III. Scituate Recreation: 7 Year Open Space and Recreation Plan
Ms. Vitelli- the big thing is updating what has been done over the past 5 years. Mr. Smith - I wonder if we could squeeze another tennis court over there near skate park. Ms. Vitelli talked about Sec. 5 is the inventory of lands conservations and reservation interests it was done in 2008 and there was not too much to work with. Mr. Roberts believes the basketball courts deserve a window. Mr. Sharry- most popular means amount of usage. Also added that the Rock Climbing won’t work for public opening. Ms. Vitelli said to add Flannery field and Minot to the plan along with men’s league basketball and baseball. We could also add high school sailing.

Recreation Facilities
Ms. Vitelli is going to see if town beach and safety thing could be put into the plan. Ms. Vitelli we only own part of Humarock. Commission thinks neighborhood could use fields and facilities. Commission envisions a town community center, as well as pool, rink, rec center. Etc.
VOTE: Mr. Roberts makes motion to accept rink, pool, auditorium, secure grant money for playground and continued pursuit of town community center and 3-5 year to 7 year plan. Mr. McCarry seconds the motion and Mr. Smith thirds. All in favor.
Sec. 7.22 Ms. Vitelli says Sand Hills, Minot, and Peggoty have limited parking. 
Everyone agrees to leave biking trail in. Mr. McCarry- phase one is done. Ms. Vitelli page 90, we could add seaside ramp. Jenn- we just updates signage on beaches. Sec 9. This is the 5 year that has turned into the 7 year plan.
Ms. Vitelli-survey will be given to the town. Mr. McCarry we should start planning projects for next fiscal.

b. Public Facilities Master Plan: Bill Blake
Mr. Blake announces that Ms. Glancy has resigned. Mr. Blake goes on to talk about how they have looked at a lot of different buildings, library, senior center etc. talked to citizens about renovation etc. Most buildings and people say they are cramped and barely getting by. Plan for next phase is to go out to surrounding towns and to look at buildings. Mr. Roberts adds there is a lack of knowledge not negative feedback and that we should look into giving you the people from the mariner and ledger. Mr. Blake added that it is a big group so it takes a while to get through. They are splitting off and going into multiple communities. He also informed they are looking into a pool, bathrooms, snack bar, ice rink. Mr. Smith added that CPC money cannot be used for gymnasium type structures. Ms. Vitelli added we can do field house because we are storing equipment. Mr. Smith believed pool and a rink would be great with a new school. Ms. Vitelli then spoke about closing the end of Cudworth road and making that a dead end for traffic.
c. CPC: Rob McCarry, Dave Smith
Mr. McCarry said things are on hold till feasibility study. Mr. Smith says we can get Central Field going. Ms. Vitelli believes the courts are something they can get done in the fall. Mr. Smith thinks we could wait on Humarock till after the summer. Mr. Roberts thinks it is a good idea to have an open meeting for town because it’s a CPC project.
