a. Ms. Vitelli updated the Commission on four save/assists that were made at the beaches (to date) 
Sunday July 19th Minot Beach Distressed diver out on the rock next to the Flag/76 Rock.  

Paul Finnegan (Sully) went out to get the diver and bring him in on the rescue board, Caroline Burns was in the rescue kayak to assist Sully and bring in the divers diving equipment , Bridget Vazza was on the beach keeping watch with the binoculars . Bridget noticed that the diver seemed to be struggling the decision was made to call the Harbor Master . We requested that the harbor master come and that they call EMS. Bridget then went to the entrance of Minot ( Well Rock End) to wait for EMS. Sully brought the diver onto the beach, put him in a chair and EMS came and evaluated him. Diver refused treatment and signed off . Bridget then took the rescue board out to assist Caroline with bringing in the divers equipment ( which weighed close to 100 pounds ).

Monday July 20th Minot Beach Man falls behind Well Rock at Low Tide. Steve Crowley, Ben Pretzer,Tom Hynes ,Richie McAllister, we're just getting on duty when a woman approached them and said her husband had fallen off Well Rock and she thought he might have broken something .  The guards assessed man and called EMS. The victim was very large and the fire dept had to use the special large stretcher the guards assisted in the carrying of the victim on the large stretcher .

Tuesday August 4th Minot Beach. Man had heart attack.   

Man goes swimming starts to come out of water Paul Finnegan witnesses man in distress approaches him has him sit in chair Sully and Bridget Vazza evaluate him calls harbor master and requests EMS. Fire fighters evaluate victim and transport him to hospital . Other guards on beach; Aoife McIntyre, Griffin Vazza, Lulu Sweeney.

Monday Aug 10th Humarock Rip Tides, Under Tow & Huge Waves  

Our section actually closed the water, two teenage boys go in outside of boundaries drift into our boundaries and are in distress and can not get it they are most likely caught in the rip tide. Dave Craig and Griffin Vazza go out and assist them in to shore.

Additionally, Ms. Vitelli acknowledged a generous donation of $500.00 from the Scituate Health Services for lifeguard supplies.
