The AHT approached the SHA to inquire about having the HA assist with the screening and qualifying of the family as well as maintenance for the unit. The Executive Director of SHA informed the Board that after reaching out to DHCD, the South Shore Housing Corporation and the attorney for the HA, it was determined that many variables were still unanswered. The Board discussed it and felt that further exploration was warranted before any action could be taken.
Old Business
Update-Central Park Development
Joe Armstrong, pro bono consultant for the development of the property behind Central Park was present to review with the Board the next steps for this project. Since the Conceptual Plan and the Legal Land Use Opinion have been completed, the next step would be to draft an RFQ for Board review and discussion at a Special meeting to be scheduled for November 3, 2015. At this time any changes requested by the Board would be addressed and the RFQ would be edited. At the Regular meeting on November 10, 2015 the Board would vote to approve the RFQ for publishing.
