Old Business
Driftway Property- Joe Armstrong suggested that based on Attorney Guard’s findings that there are no restrictions on the deed or the use of the Driftway property, the Scituate Housing Authority can move forward with its intention to develop affordable housing. The Board requested that the Executive Director advise Attorney Guard that they would like him to confer with the town counsel on the issue of the conveyance of the land to the Housing Authority and the implied purpose and then examine the zoning.
New Business
Christopher Banthin, Esq, attorney from the Northeastern University School of Law and Jackie Doane, Jackie Doane, Program Coordinator for the Greater Boston Tobacco-Free Community Partnership were invited to the meeting to present to the Board of Commissioners and all in attendance the meaning of the Scituate Housing Authority’s new No Smoking Rule to be effective on May 1, 2014 and what resources are available to those interested in quitting smoking. Attorney Banthin has been working with housing authorities across the state of Massachusetts to assist in the implementation of the No Smoking Rule and the Lease Addendum. He informed everyone that in the last 2 years, twenty-two housing authorities have gone smoke free and in the next 2 years, thirty more housing authorities plan to become smoke free properties. The private housing sector is moving to smoke free properties even more quickly. Jackie Doane suggested ways to cope with the change of living in a smoke free property. She also informed the audience of resources available to them, providing information in the form of pamphlets and other literature. Attorney Banthin responded to several questions, one specifically directed at providing a no smoking area away from the building. He responded that most housing authorities are choosing to go smoke free property wide as there is a higher level of compliance and it is less difficult to enforce. He explained that if there is a designated smoking area 10-15 ft from the buildings the smoke can still blow into the apartments and affect people with respiratory problems. Jackie Doane reminded everyone that there is no safe level of second hand smoke.
