Ms. DeMarsh said she would request that the Scituate Police drive through the parking areas more frequently at night.

In addition, the tenants inquired about the possibility of having locks installed on the common entrance doors to the two story buildings.

Chairman, Stephen Coulter informed the Board that the CPC had voted against a request by a group of neighbors to have the CPC purchase the Driftway property for Recreation.
Mr. Coulter also stated that the Affordable Housing Trust Board had been newly reorganized and the Chairperson is John Bulman. Mr. Bulman was excited to hear of the prospective SHA project of adding additional affordable units behind the Central Park building. It was reported that currently the Affordable Housing Trust has $900,000 in funding and that there is an additional $700,000 in the CPC designated for the AHT.
