SHA Vacant Seat. Chairman, Stephen Coulter advised the Board members that Elizabeth Judge had resigned her position on the SHA Board, effective June 1, 2015 due to her family relocating to Florida. The Chair requested that the Executive Director notify the Selectmen of the vacant seat and request a Joint appointment to fulfill the remaining term. At this time, Mr. Coulter informed the Board that he had received a resume from interested candidate, Doreen Lang and asked the Executive Director to forward this to the Selectmen.
Refrigerator Policy-Board members were presented with the costs to the Scituate Housing Authority for the replacement of  refrigerators in the last fiscal year and the current fiscal year to date. Due to the fact that rental properties in Massachusetts are not required to provide refrigerators when leasing a unit, the Board was asked to consider setting a policy where the Scituate Housing Authority will not supply refrigerators to new admissions effective October 1, 2015. All tenants housed before this date will be provided a 
refrigerator for the duration of their tenancy. Discussion ensued.
