OLD BUSINESS
Driftway Property Discussion-in attendance at the Board meeting were several neighbors from 3rd Cliff. Chairman, Stephen Coulter welcomed the guests and assured them that the Scituate Housing Authority’s goal for the property is to complete a project that is well done and pleasing to all residents of Scituate. He said that the SHA held a meeting at St. Mary’s Parish Center to offer information to the neighbors about possible plans for the property.  Mr. Coulter added that the he and Joe Armstrong had also arranged a walk-through of the site with neighbors to identify concerns of the neighbors and abutters. 

One gentleman said he wanted to inform the Board that the people of 3rd Cliff have formed a “declaration” to represent the neighborhood’s concerns and issues regarding any development of the driftway property. He said they will share the “declaration” with the Board of the Scituate Housing Authority when it is completed.

Another gentleman voiced his concern that more housing would add to an already traffic burdened area and that a study of impact should be considered. He also mentioned the impact of the wind turbine and the possible adverse health effects.
Chairman Coulter advised the residents that the SHA is moving slowly. He told them that the Driftway land was given to the Scituate Housing Authority for the purpose of building affordable housing. The SHA Board is charged with investigating that possibility. In doing so, they are trying to find a balance with the neighbor’s ideas and the SHA’s ideas. 

NEW BUSINESS
No Smoking Rule Review

The Board was informed by the Executive Director that several tenants continue to smoke in their units and on the property even though the Scituate Housing Authority has been designated as a smoke-free property since May 1, 2014, through the rule change and the No Smoking Lease Addendum. These tenants have had multiple chances through the current enforcement of the rule, which allows three warnings, a private conference and then a notice of intent to terminate tenancy. After careful consideration and discussion the Board felt it was necessary to update the penalty for violating the No Smoking Rule.
