Old Business-No Smoking Policy
Several tenants attended the meeting to discuss the No Smoking rule.

Chairman, Stephen Coulter opened by thanking those who were in attendance and asked if anyone had any questions or concerns regarding the No Smoking policy. Vice Chairman, Michael Collins said that he agreed with the policy but that he feels there should be a designated area for current residents only. Several residents present asked that the Board consider including a “designated smoking area” on the property. Former Board member, Patricia Butler stated that if the purpose of the policy was to prevent damage to the buildings and to address the threat of second hand smoke, a designated area for smoking would not interfere with this and it would be helpful to many who find it hard to get out of their apartments. The suggestion was made that one of the tenants could be appointed to keep the smoking areas clean. There were suggestions by other tenants on where the designated areas could be and how the Housing Authority would police it. One tenant offered that smoking is dangerous and that the Board is trying to foster the best policy for the health and safety of the general interest.
Other Board members shared their opinion of providing designated smoking areas. Discussion ensued with concerns that the area would grow and move closer to the building as well as the difficulty of enforcement. Concern was stated for the 70% of residents who indicated that they would like to have a no smoking property and that they are not being heard. Chairman, Stephen Coulter told residents that the Board is trying to protect all residents by doing what is in the best interest for everyone’s safety. No decision was made with regards to allowing designated smoking areas.
Guests, Jodi Maurer and Chris Wayte of Secure Energy presented the Board with information on current electricity and gas prices. Discussion ensued.
