OLD BUSINESS 
No Smoking Rule-family members of a resident of the Scituate Housing Authority attended the meeting to voice their concern about the no smoking rule and the difficulty their family member has in leaving the property to smoke. The Board was asked to consider the issue of mobility and a reasonable alternative for residents. Board members discussed the reasons for the No Smoking Policy including the health and safety of all residents and the high cost of apartment turnovers of smokers. Also noted was the amount of time provided to tenants from the announcement of the Scituate Housing Authority’s intention of becoming a non-smoking property to the date of the policy taking effect, giving residents time to adjust to the change. The Board advised guests that they would take into consideration their concerns.
