1. Meeting Called to Order – By Chairperson Eckhouse at 7:15 PM

2. Acceptance of prior minutes – The minutes were accepted unanimously.

3. Opening remarks – Chairperson Eckhouse Discussed 
 Old Business

· Veteran Discounts-Wait until Tony is at next meeting to discuss, Harbormaster Patterson suggested that there are many worthwhile charities and causes to consider so best to pick one.  Prior discussion points: Tony Lemish asked if the Town could add a third tier rate for honorably discharged veterans. The WWC suggested looking at what other towns do, talking to the veterans’ council, and to the veterans’ agent.

· Mooring insurance considerations: Still in discussion, Brad handed committee chair insurance agent Larry May’s contact info and comments that were dated 9/10/203 for follow up and possible quote.

· Motion to postpone action on the verbiage of mooring bylaw. Comity will not discuss until all areas have been reviewed and smoothed out

· Dave Glancy asked if we should have or need an ADA compliant slip

· Brad White: South River Ramp improvements need to be done before condos are completed. Brad in communications with Brian Cronin’s Dad who was at the original meeting-stay tuned.

New Business

· Tom O’Brien Plymouth County Commissioner discussed the upcoming dredging. Chad Plymouth Harbormaster discussed the process of the dredging for new and maintenance projects. A list has been complied of municipal areas to dredge; there will be a total of 8-10 towns. 

· This will be mechanical dredging opposed to suction dredge. A long reach excavator will be used on a barge

·  Cost to buy dredge may go to bid

·  Storage and disposal is being explored.

· Pete Toppan questioned the amount of yardage; how do we project this yardage? Does shift work make more sense? Tom assured they will charge per area not what is taken out
· It was stated the machine will be purchased in 2014, with dredging to commence in 2015

· Harbormaster Patterson spoke to the recycling program. To date 1.9 tons of material has been recycled.  1.7 tons at Cole parkway, and 56 tons of fishing gear

· Harbormaster Patterson discussed the commercial fishing pier (771K) all funding has been approved and will be going out to bid, construction to commence March 1 2013. 

· Dingy dock will be included. Ice and bathrooms will not be included but future construction dry pipes will be installed.

· Capital Improvements on the harbormaster building, new siding, doors, windows, roof (30 yrs old) is to begin and will be complete by the next boating season. Pricing for Harbormaster building will be 35k, and the Pier 150k, all money to come from the enterprise fund.

· David Foynes presented a boating event for Crossroads for Kids to take place in Scituate. The event will take place the second Tuesday in July event takes place. Crossroads is looking for approx. 30 boats for the children.

· -Rick spoke about event permit that will need to be pulled. 

· Waterways anonymously supports the letter to crossroads for kids.  Motion was approved and letter will be sent.
