In attendance: Chairman- Chris Roberts; Steve Svensen; Co-Rec Director Jennifer Vitelli; Co-Rec Director- Maura Glancy; Erik Richman; Dave Smith; Rob McCary; Brian Stewart; Field Coordinator- Paul Sharry
Mr. Roberts called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.
I. New Associates: Mr. Roberts read into the minutes Brian Stewart of 234 Gannett Road and Ellen Carr of 13 Whortleberry Lane applications to be associate members of the Recreation commission.
Mr. Richman made a MOTION to accept Mr. Stewart and Ms. Carr as associates members of the Recreation Commission and by Mr. Svensen seconded.  All in favor.
II. Field Amenities Discussion: Ms. Vitelli and Mr. Sharry presented a field amenities proposal:

Mr. Svensen made a MOTION to accept the Field amenties proposal to be paid out of the field revolving account as presented; Mr. McCary seconded. All in favor.
III. Code of Conduct Policy: Ms. Vitelli presented the updated version of the Code of Conduct Policy for Town Athletic facilities.
IV. SHS Turf Field Improvement Budget::   Mr. Sharry discussed the wear and tear on the Turf Field.  The field should be nearing its useful life, however because of the good care at this point all that needs to be done is replace the rubber in-fill.  Mr. Sharry is asking the School Department to share the cost of the in-fill. At the last Recreation Commission the board voted to put $5000.00 to the cost of replacing; Mr. Sharry is requesting the Recreation Department split the cost evenly. The estimated cost is $15,000.00.
Mr. Svensen made a MOTION to change the amount of the contribution towards adding/replacing the rubber in-fill at the turf field at Scituate High School from $5000 to $7,750.00.  This amounts represents approximately half the amount of the total to complete project.  Mr. Smith seconded.  All in favor.
V. Playground Update:  Ms. Vitelli and Mr. Roberts discussed with the board about the possibility of moving forward with the CPC approved playground project, if the Commission could get the approval from the School Department and Board of Selectmen while the “Master Plan” is being finalized. The board was initially told we would have the plan in October 2013 but now we were advised by late spring 2014.  In light of this new information, the commission will wait to move forward until the final plan is presented.

b. Impact of minimum wage increase & summer programming fees:  Ms. Vitelli and Ms. Glancy updated the Commission about the impacts/ consequences if the State mandated minimum wage increases as being proposed by the State. The Co-Directors were advised by the Town Treasurer it does not appear to be going into effect by this summer.  However, it is something they will have to keep on top of in regards to program fees for when & if it does go into law.  All the Recreation programs are paid for by the user fee’s (including the staffing of the programs) should the min. wage increase the program fees will have to increase as well.
