IMPORTANT ELECTION NOTICE:

There are 4 major political parties. Democrat (D), Republican (R), Green Rainbow (J) and the
United Independent Party (CC). If the voter votes in a primary the voter will receive the ballot
of the party the voter is registered in. If the voter is registered as Unenrolled (U), (formally
called Independent) the voter may choose any party’s ballot at a primary. Unenrolled voters
should know which party’s ballot they will choose at the polls, once the voter receives the
ballot, the voter may not switch it for another party’s ballot. Sample ballots will be on the
website prior to the election and also posted at the polling place.
