	6.  Stormwater By-Law Revisions
	Laura Harbottle presented on proposed revisions to the town’s stormwater bylaw. This is being advance by the Planning Board.  An advisory committee was formed.  The committee expressed concern that the Water Resource committee was not on the advisory committee and that the thresholds (primarily measured by lot size/%age of disturbance of lot size) was not strict enough.  The details of the revisions will be reviewed by committee members over the next month.
