	Regarding 5 Williamsburg Way - There is a tributary to the reservoir on the property.  As much of the design indicates the building, including the septic system, falls within the 150’ do not disturb buffer zone the initial reaction of the WRC is to be strongly opposed.  Compounding the issue is a stormwater trench leading to the tributary.
